Summary Two RCTs comparing cows’ milk formula
against casein hydrolysate found insufficient evidence.

Casein hydrolysate milk or hypoallergenic diet for breastfeeding mother compared with cows’ milk or control diet for
mother Giving casein hydrolysate milk to bottle-fed babies or a hypoallergenic diet for breastfeeding mothers, may
reduce the duration of crying compared with giving bottlefed babies cows’ milk-based formulae or a control diet for
breastfeeding mothers ( very low-quality evidence ).

Furthermore,
this study showed a small but significant increase in the
numbers of infants that experienced lower respiratory
symptoms during the treatment trial.
